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5) It is an undisputed fact that mothers are makers of nations. The larger, the
number of good mother, the stronger the nation. The reason for this is not far
to seek. The first and earliest training that a man receives is when he is a
child. Now, as a child, when his mind can be moulded in any manner one
likes, he dwells for the most part in the company of his mother. Whatever the
mother teaches him at that stage and whatever training she gives him then
becomes deeply impressed upon his mind and find full development when he
grows up in to a man.
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6) The cinema has a high educative value. Itis not possible for the people of one
country to know the people of another country, uniess they go there or read
about them in books. Moreover, it is only the educated section of the people,
who can have this advantage. But, by means of films produced in one country,
the cinema makes it possible to spread this knowledge amongst the masses
of another country, whether educated or otherwise. As a means of spreading
